Terrence G. Wiley is President of the Center for Applied Linguistics in Washington DC.  “Terry” is also Professor Emeritus at Arizona State University, where he was Executive Dean of the Mary Lou Fulton Institute and Graduate School of Education, former Director of the Division of Educational Leadership & Policy Studies, and a co-founding faculty member of the Interdisciplinary Ph.D. Program in Applied Linguistics. 
His teaching and research have focused on educational and applied linguistics, concentrating on language policy, literacy and biliteracy studies, language and immigration, bilingual education and bilingualism, heritage and community language education, English and globalization, and English as a second and international language with emphases on educational equity and access. He received his Ph.D. from the University of Southern California in Education with an emphasis in Linguistics, has two Master’s degrees, in Linguistics and Asian Studies, and a B.A. in History.
Professor Wiley’s scholarly articles and reviews have appeared in the Modern Language Journal, the TESOL Quarterly, Language in Society, the International Journal of Sociology of Language, Critical Inquiry in Language Studies, the International Journal of Bilingual Education and Bilingualism, the Bilingual Research Journal, and Educational Policy. 
Among his recent books are: Research Handbook on Heritage and Community Languages in the United States (co-editor, Routledge, forthcoming), The Education of Language Minority Immigrants in the United States (co-editor, 2009, Multilingual Matters), Literacy and Language Diversity in the United States, 2nd Ed (author, 2005, Center for Applied Linguistics), and Ebonics in the Urban Education Debate, 2nd Ed (co-editor, 2005, Multilingual Matters).

He has also published numerous chapters in volumes published by Cambridge and Oxford university presses, Blackwell, Taylor and Francis, Routledge, Sage, Lawrence Erlbaum, John Benjamins, Mouton, UNESCO, the University of Hawaii Press, and Multilingual Matters. 
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Professor Wiley's editorial service includes co-founding and co-editing the Journal of Language, Identity (Routledge, Taylor & Francis), and Education and the International Multilingual Research Journal (Routledge, Taylor & Francis), guest co-editing the International Journal of the Sociology of Language and Bilingual Research Journal, as well as serving on numerous editorial boards, including the TESOL Quarterly, Language Planning, and Language Policy.
His recent research collaborations include projects with UCLA’s National Heritage Language Resource Center, ASU’s Confucius Institute in partnership with Sichuan University, and UCLA’s Civil Right Project. His international professional collaborations have included work with universities in Africa, Asia, Europe and the UK, North, South, and Central America, Australia, and New Zealand. 

In 2009, Professor Wiley succeeded Professor Bernard Spolsky as the organizer of the international Language Policy Research Network (LPREN) of AILA.Courses
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
